ČEPS and the Czech Photovoltaic Industry Association  
are searching a solution  
 
In view of recent developments in the Czech power sector, a meeting of representatives of the 
Czech Photovoltaic Industry Association (CZEPHO) and ČEPS was held last week with the aim of 
clarifying the positions of both parties and searching for the potential possibilities of cooperation 
between them in order to find a common solution to the current situation caused by a boom of 
investment in photovoltaic sources. A cooperation agreement was concluded to find a way how to 
manage the situation and deliver a solution by mid-March at the latest.  
 
A consensus that clear and stricter rules should be set, primarily rules for granting permissions to 
connect photovoltaic sources to distribution systems, was one of the key outcomes of the meeting. 
“Speculators have been involved in granting a considerate number of permissions; they have 
significantly contributed to the occurrence of the current situation from which they profit. All the 
others are disadvantaged by the situation”, Mr. Jaromír Řehák, CZEPHO Chairman, pointed out. The 
participants of the meeting agreed that multilateral discussion should be launched and, particularly, 
a common target set, i.e. finding an efficient solution which would be acceptable for all interested 
parties. “We believe that such a solution can be found in the near time”, Mr. Petr Zeman, ČEPS 
Chairman and CEO said. “One of our first steps will be an invitation to representatives of ČEZ and 
E.ON distribution companies to participate in an open discussion with CZEPHO and ČEPS 
representatives”, Mr. Zeman concluded.

The Czech Photovoltaic Industry Association (CZEPHO) is a voluntary, non-governmental and non-profit-

making professional association for promoting the use and further development of photovoltaics. Its membership 

involves legal persons from the photovoltaic industry, owners and operators of photovoltaic power plants, 

scientists and scientific institutions, non-governmental and non-profit-making organisations in the field of 

renewable energy sources, and all advocates of photovoltaics. The Association comprises about sixty key players 

in the photovoltaics market with more that 20% market share, including Czech RE Agency, Energy 21, 

CE Solar, Conergy, Fronius, Liga Ekologických Alternativ, Shott, Satcon, and others.

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ČEPS:  

ČEPS, as a holder of an electricity transmission licence issued by the Energy Regulatory Office in accordance 

with the Atomic Act, is the sole Czech Transmission System Operator. The Company is responsible for the 

maintenance and upgrading of 39 substations comprising 67 transformers allowing electricity to be supplied 

from the transmission system to the distribution grid, as well as of 400kV lines with a total length of 2968km and 

220kV lines with a total length of 1371km. ČEPS is a member of relevant European international organisations. 

The Company is responsible for maintaining the national balance of electricity supply and demand in real time 

(system services) and for organising cross-border power exchanges including transits. ČEPS has traditionally 

been involved in the creation of liberalised electricity markets both within the Czech Republic and Europe.
